I have been added as a new set of eyes looking 
out for your interests and will be personally overseeing  the many new technology upgrades that are being 
implemented at CVC currently as well as in the future.  Rest assured, the Public Safety team you are 
familiar with seeing will remain the same. I can be reached at 970.949.1918 ext. 120. This extension 
goes directly to my cell phone and I am happy to be of service any way I can! 
 
     We have updated the entry and accountability system and now have complete control of its operation 
and repair.  Conversely from the old system, which was unreliable and coupled with costly, labor 
intensive repairs, the new system is much more dependable and will allow us address any unforeseen 
issues directly and promptly should the need arise.  Standard preventive maintenance shall be completed 
on a regular basis ensuring increased reliability and a smoother overall operation.  
  
     With this new gate system in operation, CVC will not need to rely on Cordillera Metro District as it 
has in the past.  Lone Star and its onsite officer’s will be able to serve all of your needs from the front gate 
house.  This includes the issue and programming of RFID cards.  
      
     New call boxes have been added to the back gate on both the inbound and outbound lanes.  You may 
use these boxes while running, biking or if you have a friend or family member needing access to CVC.  
The entire process is quick and simple, all you must to do is push the call button on the box, and the 
officer at the front gate will greet you and confirm your identity.  The call boxes will be made more 
esthetically appealing later this summer.  The back gate portion of the new call system is up and running 
and the rest of the system will be added in small increments over the next few weeks. 
 
     There will be new transponders for the new entry system.  We will be charging $15.00 for a window 
sticker RFID and $40.00 for a license plate RFID.  For all homeowners or Club members that currently 
have RFID stickers, RFID license plates or transponders; you may stop by the front gate at your 
convenience and we will exchange them, one for one, which will put you on the new system.  If you need 
to purchase a new one of these items, just stop by the gate at your convenience.  We will start the RFID 
switch over process July 1, 2011. Please note that everyone must have new RFID’s by September 30, 
2011.

Eagle County Sheriff’s Update Outside of CVC 
 
     The Eagle County Sheriff’s Office urges parents to be extra vigilant walking their children to 
and from the bus stop.  Recently, the driver of a vehicle attempted to make contact with a 
child walking to the bus stop.  This suspicious contact occurred the morning of May 5th, 2011 
near Higgins Hollow.  A man driving a red old model pickup truck with camper shell motioned 
to a child with his finger to come to the truck.  The child continued walking to the bus stop 
and the truck continued toward Highway 6.

• Design Guidelines:  The DRB is working some minor changes to the Design Guidelines 
based on the change in administration.  They will likely adopt changes in May.

• Revise fee:  The DRB voted unanimously to modify the fee schedule for DRB applications 
(attached).  The changes reflect actual costs in order to operate a cost neutral position 
for projects that are submitted and reviewed.  The CVC Covenants give the Design 
Review Board (DRB) broad discretion to set fees and amend the Design Guidelines at

______________________________________________________________________

Background
As you are aware, the POA Executive Board set in motion a review and potential revision to the 
PUD Guide for the Cordillera Valley Club.  MPG has been working with a committee of CVC 
owners and POA members to develop these potential modifications.  This committee includes:  
MPG, Tom Marcin,  Ruth Borne,  Art Greenfeder, Marc Watson, Tim Benedickt, and Sarah Baker.  
MPG is taking the lead on the project. 

History and Process
There were several PUD approvals for the CVC property prior to 1997 under different names, 
but in 1997 the first PUD approval was given for the Cordillera Valley Club by the Board of 
County Commissioners.  An amendment to the PUD was approved in 2009 to approve the 
proposed landscape berm.  We are not entirely sure that a PUD amendment should have been 
necessary to allow a landscape berm, but that was the process that was used.

A PUD (aka Planned Unit Development) not only includes a preliminary development plan 
indicating where development is to occur but it also includes a PUD Guide.  A PUD Guide is 
essentially the zoning requirements for the property and is tailored for the CVC property only 
(i.e., every PUD in Eagle County has different requirements).  The PUD Guide provides 
limitations on allowed uses, density (number of dwelling units), location of density, parking 
requirements, building setbacks, and design review provisions for the entirety of the land 
included within the PUD, including the club house and golf course property.  The PUD Guide is 
approved by the Board of County Commissioners (BOCC) and can only be amended by making 
application to Eagle County.  

The current PUD for CVC also includes land south of I-70 including an open space parcel 
adjacent to the Water Treatment Plant (a portion is owned by CVC and the other portion is 
owned by the water and sanitation district), Lake Creek Village Apartments (does not include 
Brett Ranch), and another open space parcel owned by B&B to the east of Lake Creek Village.

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In our opinion, the PUD Guide was not well written and is in need of revision to clarify many 
aspects.  The proposed amendments take a comprehensive approach to address these 
deficiencies.

There is no guarantee that the BOCC will approve the proposed amendments as drafted but 
we believe there is a very high probability that they will.  We have consulted with County 
planning staff and they are encouraged that the POA Executive Board is addressing many of the 
deficiencies of the PUD Guide.

Proposed Amendments
Below is a summary of the proposed changes with commentary on the reasoning behind the 
changes.

Design Guidelines
References to the design guidelines were standardize to reference the proper name: “Design 
Guidelines.”  It was clarified that the Design Guidelines are those adopted by the POA and that 
they apply to all properties within the PUD including the Club property and excepting Lake 
Creek Village.  Lake Creek Village was developed and is owned by Eagle County yet originally 
included within the CVC PUD.  Lake Creek Village was developed without review and approval 
of CVC and was not subject to the Design Guidelines.  The PUD was revised to make it clear 
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that Lake Creek Village is not subject to review and approval of CVC and not subject to the 
Design Guidelines.

Governance
The PUD Guide is being clarified that the Executive Board of the POA must approve any 
amendment to the PUD Guide before it can be submitted to Eagle County for approval.

Timesharing and Similar Uses
The PUD Guide was clarified to prohibit timesharing and similar activities within the entire 
PUD unless approved by a super majority (67%) of the Directors of the Executive Board.  
Timesharing is a use listed in several districts within the PUD including the Club House parcel.  
However, while timesharing was listed as a use within the Club House parcel, there was no 
density assigned to that parcel by the PUD Guide.

Amendment Procedure
An amendment procedure was added to the PUD Guide which is consistent with Eagle County 
code.  A minor amendment provision is being added to make it clear that berms and 
modifications to berms are treated as a minor amendment in the future which can be approved 
by County staff versus the BOCC.  The amendment procedure also clarifies that Executive 
Board approval is required.

Density and Transfer of Density
The PUD Guide includes a table in section 2 that specifies the number of dwelling units and 
caretaker units that are allowed in the various blocks and tracts within CVC.  There are a total 
of 15 dwelling units/lots that were originally approved for CVC but were never platted or 
developed.  Filing 8 (aka Tract L) was approved for 10 lots but only platted for 7 and Filing 9 (aka 
Tract M) was approved for 34 lots but only platted for 22.  Currently, additional density is only 
allowed within those tracts and cannot be transferred to other tracts within CVC.  A new 
provision has been included that does not allow density to be transferred from one tract to 
another, unless approved by a super majority (67%) of the directors of the Executive Board.  It 
should be noted that neither the Club House tract (Tract R1) nor the Golf Course tracts 
(Tracts H, I, and J) were ever assigned any dwelling units or residential/commercial density of any 
kind.  The density table in section 2 has been clarified but no density was modified.

As an aside, Eagle County has no adopted program whereby density or dwelling units can be 
“banked” and/or transferred from one parcel within the County to another.  This type of 
program is called “Transfer of Development Rights” (TDR) and has been rejected as a planning 
concept by the BOCC within Eagle County.  The likelihood of such a program being established 
in Eagle County is less than a 1% chance.  Even if a TDR program were established in Eagle 
County there would have to be specific “sending zones” and “receiving zones” established 
following an intensive public involvement process.  The likelihood of CVC being a “receiving 
zone” is zero.  

Open Space Tract
A definition of Open Space Tract has been provided.  The allowed uses within an open space 
tract was amended to allow future flexibility should the POA or Metro District desire 
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maintenance facilities (i.e., a place to store equipment).  The uses were also updated to allow 
waste water treatment facilities subject to Executive Board approval should the water and 
sanitation district desire changes to its property within the PUD.  While the water and 
sanitation district has powers that can exempt them from the limitations of the PUD Guide, the 
idea here was to perhaps give CVC some control and seek cooperation with the district.

Club House and Golf Course Parcels
A provision was added to these parcels requiring Executive Board approval of any uses within 
the parcels.  The current PUD Guide lists residential uses as an allowed uses within the Club 
House parcel, yet the PUD Guide did not assign any density or dwelling units to that parcel.  
Therefore, residential uses were deleted as an allowable use in this Club House tract to be 
consistent with the density table.  No development rights were taken away from the Club 
House parcel.

Other Changes
All other changes are mostly clarifications to create consistency with the changes included 
herein.

Club Update Mr. Engleby reported the Club Board of Governors met today and the 

Club has trimmed the 2011 budget.   
 
Berm Update Mr. Engleby and Mr. Marcin have met with the Club owners regarding the 

berm.  Wilhelm Family Partnership has indicated they are interested in 
building the berm on their property using available dirt from area 
construction projects like the medical center and the Avon bus facility.  
Mr. Engleby suggested passing a motion to authorize up to $10,000 to 
engage Marcin Engineering to oversee the project on behalf of CVC POA.  
The $10,000 would cover engineering fees for the application for grading 
permit, applications for utility locates, preliminary road access design and 
project coordination including preparation of a budget and 
recommendations regarding funding sources. 

 
Mr. Myers clarified the POA Board has no obligation to the Wilhelms in 
exchange for construction of the berm.   
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Mr. Pirog stated if the berm is to be constructed with borrowed funds then 
the District has a requirement to go back to constituents for approval.  Mr. 
Engleby clarified his proposal at this time is that the funding would be 
paid directly out of available funds in the POA.  Numerous questions were 
presented and it was indicated the planning is in the preliminary process 
and answers will be provided before further expenditure commitments are 
made.

RESOLVED to authorize an amount not to exceed $10,000 to 
engage Marcin Engineering per the proposal presented to get the 
grading permit approved at County for construction of the berm 
and to prepare a project plan and budget for further consideration 
by the Board.

As you know, Cordillera Valley Club Metropolitan District implemented a policy in 2010 where 
compensation would only be paid after issuance of a work order approved by the Board of 
Directors.  Attached is a schedule of the VAg work orders approved and the amount billed and 
paid to date.  Based on this reconciliation, all work orders had been fully expended and closed 
except for the $2,500 approved at the October 19 meeting which you designated as Work Order 
1013.00.  We have deducted your time from invoice 1013.00.01 because you repeatedly 
informed the Board that you were billing for your staff’s time but not for your personal time.  
The Board was never informed of any change to this arrangement.    
 

Based on the above, enclosed is a check in the amount of $1,048.37 which we believe represents 
full and final settlement to your firm for the services ordered by Cordillera Valley Club 
Metropolitan District. 
 

You were notified in writing on November 15, 2010 that all services provided by VAg, Inc were 
suspended.  That notice was followed up with a letter on December 2, 2010 terminating VAg  
Inc.’s services.
